4. Public Comment 
 

• Resident Shelley Stewart: Introduced Jessica from TampaPets.org.  
 

• Jessica Kingsborough / CABA Rep: TampaPets.org, an organization that supports 
animal rescue groups, would like to have an event at OCP on October 24th. They are 
expecting as many as 2,000 people to attend throughout the course of the day. There 
will be booths (approximately 60) with vendors selling wares. A Hillsborough County 
Sherriff’s deputy will be present. Shelley Stewart will act as liaison for the Board. 
Trustee Costa will write the agreement. 
 

• Celeste Downy: Said her name was left off the Crime Watch email. 
 

• Victor (a resident): Moved to OC 16 months ago. At the time, he made the Board 
aware of a brick wall behind his home that was leaning. The wall has now fallen down. 
Victor brought a Boundary Survey for the Board to review. Victor would like the Board to 
determine who owns the wall and thereby who is responsible for its repair. 
 

• Trustee Jaap: Explained that there are two choices. Repair the wall or take it down.  
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• Trustee Shidler: As an OC resident whose home abuts the very same wall, he feels 

that the wall was put in place to protect the wetlands and to separate the homeowners’ 
properties from the public areas. The community is responsible for the wall. 
 

• Trustee Lais: Suggested that tearing down the wall (with heavy machinery) would 
damage the properties surrounding the wall.  
 

• Trustee Siddall: Suggested that the wall was poorly constructed. 
 

• Trustee Snellgrove: Said that he believes that the community is responsible for the 
wall. 
 

• Trustee Costa: Agreed. It is incumbent on the community to fix and maintain the wall.

6. Regular Agenda 
 
Ryan Maas — Treasurer Matters 
 

• Trustee Maas: Discussed the remaining budget for fiscal year ending 9.30.2015. The 
Trustees have approximately two weeks to close out their budgets for the fiscal year. 
 
Trustee Maas:  The Suntrust account is officially closed. 
 
Trustee Jaap: The excess reserve line item in the budget shows that we will end up with 
approximately $150,000. The money should be slated for neighborhood improvements.  
 
 
Mark Snellgrove — President’s Agenda 
 

• Trustee Snellgrove: John Probst made Trustee Snellgrove aware of an 
incident where he had to call repairmen about problems with the lift station. The 
cost may be in excess of $2,000. The problem was caused by the excess storm 
water. 
 

• Trustee Snellgrove: Horner Environmental began their monthly service. 
 

• Trustee Siddall: Relayed an email to Jim Powell. “The storms left debris in the 
streets. The resident’s email suggested street cleaners.” The Board agreed this 
is an issue the county would handle. 
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Vice President Mickey Jaap — Tennis & Recreation Center Chair 
 

• Trustee Jaap —The Trustee got Four A/C Bids. 
 

• NOTES: All bids use “Puron” refrigerant, the only one allowed for new 
systems. 

• Warranty info is included for each bid, warranties are separate for labor, 
equipment (air handler and compressor), and parts (coils, etc.) 

• Three of the bids are American Standard, which is the same manufacturer 
as Trane — but branded differently. 

• The bid from Ierna is the same one Trustee Jaap presented in August. It 
uses Bryant equipment. This bid does not appear to include building 
concrete pads though. 

• Trustee Jaap: suggested we go with the 14.5 seer system. 
• Trustee Costa: asked about the 15 seer system with the variable speed 

motors. How much more efficient is this system? 
• Trustee Jaap: called a vendor during the meeting to ask about the 

variable speed motors. 
 
Motion from Trustee Jaap: To: Approve the Seminole AC bid for $15,448 (14.5 seer) 
contingent on it being a variable speed system, if the system is not variable speed, we 
will go with the $17,169.33 bid from Air One One for a15 seer system. 

• Seconded by Carelli. 
• Vote: 9 in favor, 0 against 

 
• Further discussion revealed that having a variable speed system was not 

necessary so the Board agreed to go with the Seminole AC Bid. 
 

• Stephanie (a resident): asked about Tennis in the community. Stephanie 
joined the Wednesday tennis league. She asked: What are the guidelines if she 
wanted to start a league with players who come from outside the neighborhood. 
Trustee Jaap said we have no rules about bringing guests. If a resident books 
the courts, it’s fine, as long as the players are not being charged money. 
However, there may be a limited number of courts that a single resident can 
reserve. Trustee Jaap suggested that the resident reserve the courts with 
Laura Allegri. Stephanie also asked about putting up an awning. Trustee 
Snellgrove suggested that she get bids for the awning and share it with the 
board. 

 
• Trustee Jaap: Discussed an email from a resident detailing maintenance 

issues. 
 
Paul G. Siddall — Original Carrollwood Park Chair 
 

• Trustee Costa: Tampa Crossefire cancelled their season. They didn’t have 
enough girls to field a team. 
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• Chuck Kim discussed selling snow cones at i9 sports event. The board approved. 

 
• Trustee Costa: i9 Sports 

o Buccaneers having a booth. 
o Cabinets are falling apart in the concession at OCP. Likely have water 

damage. 
o Anthony Vetrano of i9 will work on the baseball field this week. 

 
• Motion from Trustee Siddall: To approve a $2,100 for a slab of concrete to be 

poured where the dogs drink water. 
• Seconded by Trustee Jaap 
• Vote: 9 in favor, 0 against 

 
• Trustee Siddall: The fence company (that did the work on the dog park) came 

out and did more work and sent more invoices — however they have not 
completed the work. The fence company claims that there is a 
miscommunication. Trustee Siddall disagrees and would like to withhold 
payment until the contractor completes the work. Trustee Siddall is not happy 
with the gauge of the ties that hold the fence to the fence posts. He would also 
like the ties at the top to be placed every 12 inches rather than every 24 inches. 
The vendor also didn’t to any repairs on the holes in the fence, which are large 
enough for a child to crawl through. Trustee Snellgrove has worked with this 
vendor before and had no problems. Trustee Snellgrove also said that the 
scope of work for the fence work should be in the agenda. Trustee Shidler 
suggested getting an estimate from someone else to finish the work and deduct it 
from the contract, but to make the vendor aware of that ahead of time. Trustee 
Snellgrove will contact the vendor and make them aware of how we are going to 
proceed.

• Trustee Lais: Shared an incredibly detailed scope of work agreement that he created for 
Original Carrollwood property maintenance. 
 

• Trustee Lais: brought up the subject of having a different maintenance company for 
OCP, as Trustee Siddall has not been happy with the current property maintenance at 
OCP. The group generally agreed that OCP should be included in the scope of work. 
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Michael Carelli — Community Development 
 

• Trustee Carelli: Subject: Duck Island. The Trustee with two different landscapers. 
Recommendation were the same. Trustee Carelli oversaw all of the prep work 
including, weed killing and tree trimming. The Trustee suggested numerous options for 
moving forward. The Trustee got three bids. The lowest bid was from Pel for $8,130.00. 
It was quite a bit less than the other bids. 
 

• Motion from Trustee Carelli: To award the Duck Island contract to PEL (Prime 
Environmental Landscaping).

Ryan Maas — Treasurer Matters 
 

• Trustee Maas: Rent Payment to CCA due. The trustee questioned how it is handled. 
 
Trustee Jaap:  The CCA must send a revised lease agreement. 
 
 
Mark Snellgrove — President’s Agenda 
 

• Trustee Snellgrove: new CRD Website is Complete. Created by Shaw Designs 
and Kimberly Santamaria. (www.originalcarrollwoodCRD.com) 
 

• Trustee Snellgrove: called the lab to get an explanation of the results of Lake 
Carroll testing. The readings were at high of 256, which is acceptable. 

 
• Trustee Siddall: explained that the law requires that any sewage hazard must 

be reported to the state. Trustee Siddall — having seen a report stating that 
there was a possibility of raw sewage going into Lake Carroll — investigated the 
issue to ensure the safety of Lake Carroll and the surrounding neighborhoods. 

 
• Trustee Shidler: suggested that we become more educated on what to tell the 

public in regard to lake testing. We should always test right away if an issue like 
this arises, but we should use better terminology and not terminology that incites 
fear. The Crime watch letter should say: We’ve done the test and here are the 
results. 

 
• Trustee O’Donnell: voiced frustration with the lift station near SCP. It smells. It’s 

loud. It’s a serious problem, especially for those who live near Scotty Cooper 
Park. 

 
• Trustee O’Donnell: asked Trustee Siddall if he knew of any solutions to the lift 

station problem. The Trustee explained that the lift station is undersized. 
 

• The Board: discussed joining forces with the CCA to get something done with 
the SCP lift station pump. 

 
• Trustee Snellgrove: John Probst is trained in getting lake water samples. So we 

can test as we see fit in multiple locations around the lake. 
 

• Trustee Snellgrove: spoke with Dr. Cannons from the Florida Department of 
Health Tampa Lab regarding the 7/29 WSB water sample collection and report. 
He explained how to read the report.  The 7/29 results of 12 and 16 are 
good/low/acceptable. 
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• Trustee Snellgrove: September 30th Cash Balance Estimates: CRD 
Bookkeeper, Andrea Hayes Projected $269,000 cash in the bank. Trustee 
Snellgrove suggested that the Trustees recheck their budgets. 
 

• Trustee Snellgrove: spoke about the Horner Environmental Professionals, Inc. 
proposal for White Sands, Scotty Cooper and Lake Lipsey. Trustee Jaap 
questioned the treatment on Lake Lipsey. The estimate is $4,000.  

 
• Trustee Carelli: Homeowners treated his lake for Duck Weed and cleared up the 

problem. 
 

• Motion from Trustee Carelli: To: Approve the Horner Environmental Bid. 
• Seconded by Trustee Jaap. 
• Vote: 8 in favor, 0 against 

 
• Trustee Snellgrove: Laura Allegri to be off August 13th and 14th. 

 
 
Vice President Mickey Jaap — Tennis & Recreation Center Chair 
 

• Trustee Jaap — Vote on bid for air conditioner vendor. Not ready to vote yet. We should 
wait until next month. The units are budgeted for the next fiscal year. 
 

• Trustee Siddall — These bids use residential units. The tonnage and seer are identical. 
We should look for commercial units. 
 

• Resident Shelley Stewart: Suggested we get the best commercial unit possible so it 
lasts our neighborhood for years. 
 
 
Paul G. Siddall — Original Carrollwood Park Chair 
 

• Trustee Siddall: OCP is underwater. 
 

• Trustee Siddall: the first week of June, Trustee Siddall had the Fence 
Company come out and look at repairs, but they have not come back to do the 
work. 
 

• Trustee Siddall: suggested that we have a different group do lawn service at 
OCP because the park gets more use that other common areas. 
 

• Trustee Costa: will create a new agreement for i9 Sports. Their season will 
begin on September 19th and run for seven weeks ending on October 31st. 
Trustee Costa will add to the agreement that no vendors will be allowed at i9 
events unless approved by the Board of Trustees.

• Trustee Shidler: installed digital and coded locks at White Sands Beach.

Apply 
multiple weed killer treatments over a course of weeks. Put down a 25-year weed 
barrier. Then the area should be covered with shell. Approximate cost of first estimate: 
$13,000.00. There is a possibility that the neighbors around the island would chip in 
funds. The cost does not include a barge, tree trimming, weed-eating or killing the 
weeds. The cost is for the 25-year barrier and the shell cover. CCA Brian Huls has 
already gotten three bids. Trustee Carelli will solicit one more bid.

RE:  Wall at 3421 Lacewood 
 
 
We hereby propose to perform the following work at the home located at 3421 Lacewood, Tampa, FL 
33618 (Addressed is assumed due to lack of physical numbers on home) for a total of $12,700.00.  Scope 
of work to include the removal and disposal of the portion of block wall that has collapsed, the small 
section of wood fence (located north of the main collapse) and the portion of the wall that is still standing 
but cracked and compromised for a total linear run of 70’.  (NOTE: This does not include the entire wall) A 
new 2’ wide concrete footer will be dug and structurally pinned to existing footer with 2 #5 reinforcing 
rods along the length of the footer with #5 dowels 2’ o.c. for the 70’ run.  A new block wall is to be 
installed with 8” CMU run straight with no columns along the length of the wall.  The top course of block 
and all upright cells are to be filled with 3000 psi concrete at the new wall only. 
 
A 20 cy dumpster, port-o-let and all materials will be staged in the street for the duration of the project and 
water to be provided by owner and/or HOA.  Veranda Homes and its subcontractors are not responsible for 
the damage and/or replacement of the landscaping, sod or irrigation, or for any mitigation to the wetlands 
due to the damaged caused by the collapsed wall, its removal and/or replacement.  The wall will be left as 
an unfinished block wall.  Any stucco coatings and/or painting are the responsibility of the owner and/or 
HOA. 
 
This price is subject to change should building officials and/or government organization impose additional 
structural changes, constraints or any items outside the scope of this proposal. As this work is being 
performed for an entity other than property owner, the HOA will be responsible for getting a release from 
the property owner allowing the work and access to the property.

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Carrollwood Recreation District Property Rental Agreement 
 
The following is an agreement made between Carrollwood Recreation District (CRD) 3515 
McFarland Rd, Tampa, Fl 33618 (hereinafter the “lessor”) and Woofstock-2015 (hereinafter the 
“lessee”) represented by Cory Cooper, Elaine Rinicker and Amy Smith for the use of Original 
Carrollwod Park to raise awareness of Tampa Bay Area pet rescue organizations and to forge 
stronger ties between the pet rescue community and local businesses. 
 
Though “no rental fee” will be assessed for this not-for-profit event, the follow agreement details 
the duties and responsibilities of both the “lessor” and “lessee.” 

 
1. Date of Event: Saturday October 24th 2015 

Field Request: Woofstock the “lessee” will have the non-exclusive use of all Fields at 
Original Carrollwood Park, on Saturday, October 24th between 11:00 a.m. and 3:00 p.m. 
 

2. Woofstock 2015 the “lessee” will be provided a keys to the Original Carrollwood Park gate 
entrance(s) as well as keys to the restrooms, and concession stand — all of which will be 
returned upon completion of the event. 

 
3. Due to the excessive number of expected attendee — estimated at 2,000 — Woofstock 2015 

the “lessee” is responsible for stocking the bathroom facilities with paper products. 
 

4. Woofstock 2015 “lessee” organizers are responsible for contracting with a professional Port-
o-John facility to delivery and retrieve a minimum of “5” Port-O -Johns for the duration of the 
event. See Attached Suggested Port-O-John Per Capita Formula. 

 
5. The CRD the “Lessor” WILL NOT provide parking for the Woofstock 2015 “lessee” attendees 

or vendors. More so, representatives from Woofstock 2015 MUST have personnel stationed 
at the CRD Rec Center Parking Lot to ensure that NO VISITORS to the Woofstock 2015 event 
park their vehicles in spots reserved for Original Carrollwood residents who typically park in 
those spots to access the Tennis Courts. 

 
6. Representatives for the “Lessee” Woofstock 2015 will provide, in advance of the rental date, 

a CERTIFICATE OF LIABILITY INSURANCE including the following: 
 

I. Required: A minimum of $1,000,000 limit for General Liability 
II. Both Carrollwood Recreation District and Carrollwood Civic Association and its’ 

Members should be listed as the Certificate Holders. 
III. The “Lessee” Woofstock 2015 insurance is to be Primary and Non-Contributory. 
IV. The “Lessee” Woofstock 2015 waives the right of Subrogation to Certificate Holder. 
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7. Woofstock 2015 the “lessee” agrees to indemnify, defend and hold (the lessor) Carrollwood 
Recreation District, and Carrollwood Civic Association harmless for negligence in whole, or in 
part. 

  
8. Woofstock 2015 the “lessee” will provide assistance with pedestrian crossing at the 

intersection of McFarland Road and Orange Grove Drive. Parking personnel shall be 
instructed not to tie up traffic for any length of time for single crossers, but instead to cross 
larger groups if possible.  
 

9. Woofstock 2015 the “lessee” agrees will bear full responsibility for cleaning the OCP grounds 
and facilities within 24-hours after the event. 

 
10. Woofstock 2015 the “lessee” will report and take financial responsibility for any damage to 

the OCP facilities that occurs during the Woofstock 2015 event.
